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Welcome to the Connections Directory, a valuable resource for the 
women in Miami-Dade County.

I have enjoyed chairing this organization for the past year and am honored 
and excited to continue for a second year.

The Miami-Dade County Commission for Women (formerly known as the 
Commission on the Status of Women) was formed in 1971 by the Board of 
County Commissioners and was founded by feminist leader Roxcy Bolton.  
We serve as an advisory board to the Board of County Commissioners and 
the County Administration with respect to all matters affecting the status of women.  We have up to 
26 members, each appointed by the County Commissioners. We are a diverse group representing the 
many cultures and ethnic backgrounds that make up Miami-Dade County.  

During the past 38 years the Commission for Women (CFW) has done a great deal of work to improve 
the status of women throughout our community, yet there remains a great deal of work to do.  We meet 
monthly on the fourth Wednesday of the month and invite you to attend any of our meetings.

For several years, among many other things, we have been very focused on the ratification of the 
Equal Rights Amendment (ERA).  The ERA passed in Congress in 1972 but failed to achieve the 
necessary 38 state ratification that would have made it part of the U.S. Constitution.  Thirty seven 
years later we continue to fight this battle that would give equal rights to women in the United States.  
“Equality of rights under the law shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by 
any state on account of sex.”   There are three states needed to complete the ratification, one of the 
unratified states is Florida. We will continue to fight this battle until it is won.

We have also worked for several years on the creation of a statue in honor of Julia Tuttle, the founder 
of Miami.  We expect its completion within the coming year. Through our committees, we also have 
been working on the issues of ending domestic violence, ensuring that women who are sexually as-
saulted have a safe and accessible place to go for help, ending human trafficking, empowering more 
women to run for political office, and many other relevant issues.

During the years that I have served on the CFW we have accomplished remarkable things and I 
hope that during my second year as Chair we will continue to make progress.  I look forward to my 
remaining time as Chair and would encourage anyone reading this message to contact us with any 
issues affecting the women in our community.  The Commission for Women is here to serve and 
improve the lives of the women of Miami-Dade County.

History of Women’s Commissions
In 1961, President John F. Kennedy established the President’s Commission on the Status of 
Women.  Eleanor Roosevelt was the chair and Esther Peterson of the U.S. Department of Labor’s 
Women’s Bureau was vice-chair. Its 1963 report recommended that each state form a similar 
women’s commission.  Today there are approximately 220 state, county and local commissions 
for women located in the United states and its territories.

These commissions are advocates for equality and justice for women and serve their communi-
ties in a variety of ways depending on the resources available.  Many maintain shelters for the 
abused, others have tutorial programs for teens and illiterate adults, testify before their legislators 
on issues that impact women and their families, and disseminate information to their constitu-
ency.  Each commission functions independently and each keeps the needs of women in the 
forefront of laws, policies, and practices, and promotes the status of women.

With financial help from the County and using the membership 
list of the Women’s Committee of 100 as a starting point, the first CONNECTIONS directory 
was distributed. Overnight, it became the basis for a community communication network.
